Information for Parents and Players                                        
Welcome to Junior an Youth Touch at Rosalie Touch Association. We hope that you will grow to enjoy the game for fun and fitness as we do! Touch is an excellent sport for all ages and genders, catering for social players through to the elite. As well as building on passing, catching and running skills, Touch relies heavily on the key social skills of honesty, teamwork and communication. Rosalie Touch Association is an incorporated body and has been running a senior competition since the early 1990s and a Junior Competition since 2012. We have a long history of running one of the best competitions in WA and are affiliated with Touch Football Australia.
2019 Structure
Our programme is a  game-based approach where each session will consist of a combination of skills coaching and fixtured games. 
The divisions will be Under 10s (school years 3&4), Under 12s (school years 5&6) and Youth (school years 7-12).
The fixtures and structure of the Youth League will depend on the number, age and gender of nominated teams and players. We invite nominations from individuals or male, female or mixed teams. Teams will be graded in the first two weeks.

This year's competition will run during Term 4:  24th October - 12th December (8 weeks) with pre-season training and introductory session on Thursday 17th October (To be confirmed)

How to register
· You should complete our online registration form and provide payment through one of the following methods 

· Players do not have to have previous experience.
· When registering you can request friends that you wish to be placed with. We ask that you consider the age categories when doing so as we try to keep players in these age-groups where possible. Please email junior.touch@rosalietouch.com.au if you would like clarification or if there is a special consideration.
· We will combine small groups and individuals into teams and provide them a coach/manager.
· If entering as part of a team, an 'official' (must be over 18) must be nominated to manage the team. Please notify us via email if this is your preference.
Fees and Payment
In 2019 this will be $100 per player*.   
*For families entering more than two players (this includes Junior Touch) fees will be $70 per "extra" sibling.

What To Wear
Each player will be provided with a playing shirt the colour of which identifies their age-group and/or club.

Any comfortable running shorts can be worn. Players can train and play in any sports shoes other than hard-studded boots. Most grass-gripping types are suitable; such as those that might be worn for soccer and hockey. There are also a range of touch-specific boots stocked by Jim Kidd's. 
Where to meet and pick up

Players and coaches will meet on the upper fields near Onslow Road (Juniors) and lower fields (Youth). We ask that players are collected promptly at 6pm from their training fields as many of our coaches have commitments to the senior competition that follows. 
State Championships 

The Junior State Championships this year will be held on November 30th and December 1st. Only a limited number of players can be selected in these teams. Selected players will be asked to commit to additional training sessions.
